Remote Control Operating Range

The remote control uses the infrared transmission to control the projector. It is not necessary to point the remote
directly at the projector. Provided you are not holding the remote perpendicular to the sides or the rear of the

projector, the remote will function well within a radius of about 10 meters (2 5 feet) and 15 degrees above or below
the projector level. If the projector does not respond to the remote control, move a little closer.

1. Remove the battery compartment cover by sliding the cover in the direction of the arrow.

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Installing the Projector

The high quality display effect can be guaranteed only when the projector is correctly installed. Generally, the
light source facing the screen should be reduced or eliminated as much as possible. The contrast of the image will
be obviously reduced if the light directly shines on the screen, such as the beam from windows or the searchlight
cast on the image. The image may become faded and not bright.

Caution:
- Do not shake or place excessive pressure on the projector or the lens components as the projector

and lens components contain precision parts.

- When shipping the projector with the optional lens, remove the optional lens before shipping the

projector. The lens and the lens shift mechanism may encounter damage caused by improper
handling during transportation.

- Before removing or installing the lens, be sure to turn off the projector and wait unitl the cooling

fans stop, and turn off the main power switch.

- Do not touch the lens surface when removing or installing the lens.

- Keep fingerprints, dust or oil off the lens surface. Do not scratch the lens surface.

- Work on a level surface with a soft cloth under  the projector to avoid scratchs or other damage.

- If you remove and store the lens, attach the lens cap to the projector to keep out dust and dirt.

Install New Lens
1. Ifthe dust sponge isinstalled, Please remove the dust sponge

2. Push the lens into the lens mounting hole and turn it clockwise to the "Lock" position. When turn ing the lens,
the "Click" sound indicate s that the lens is completely fixed and locked in place .

3. Check if the lens is fixed successfully by pulling the lens out of the holder gently.
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Removing the Existing Lens

1. Pushthe LENS RELEASE button all the way in and rotate the lens counterclockwise. The existing lens will be
disengaged

2. Pull out the existing lens slowly.

Important:

A - When installing the lens into the projector, be sure to remove the lens cap from the back of the
optional lens before installing the optional lens into the projector. Failure to do so will cause damage
to the projector and lens.

- There is one safety switch insidethe ¢ O° | 3 dews slotftooprevent unexpected injury by laser
beam. The projector cannot be turned on if the projection lens has not been installed or is not
installed correctly. Please make sure the lens is installed properly before tuning on the projector.

Connecting to AC Power Supply
The AC power cord is included in the  box; plug the power cord to the AC socket on the 1O panel.

Important:

A When the input voltage is 110V, the current supplied by the power supply does not provide the
current required to run the projector at full power. In this case, the projector will automatically reduce
the light source power to 65%, and the projector light output will also be reduced to about 65% of the
nominal brightness accordingly to ensure that the projector can operate normally

Turning On the Projector

Once the projector is correctly located and the power cable and other connections are in place, it is important that

the projector is powered on correctly in order to avoid damage to components and un -necessary wear and tear.
